Having a community 
of people within the church will help you find the healing and wholeness God 
desires for us. Real life change happens when you grow in community.

And they continued steadfastly in the apostles’ doctrine and fellowship, in the break-
ing of bread, and in prayers. So continuing daily with one accord in the temple, and 
breaking bread from house to house, they ate their food with gladness and simplicity 
of heart,  praising God and having favor with all the people. And the Lord added to the 
church daily those who were being saved.

Let us think of ways to motivate one another to acts of love and good works. And let 
us not neglect our meeting together, as some people do, but encourage one another, 
especially now that the day of his return is drawing near.

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DISCIPLESHIP
Discipleship is simply letting God bring a person or group of people into your life 
who can help you know God more. Being discipled allows you to grow closer to 
God and find healing and wholeness.

SMALL GROUPS

This will help you hear from God 
when you spend personal time connecting with God through His Word.

In a Small Group, you have the opportunity to bring your requests and your celebrations 
to God by praying together and praying for one another. Small Groups help others 
to grow in their personal relationship with Jesus as they learn how to connect with 
God through prayer. This happens when we are connected with others who can help 
lead us and encourage us to develop a prayer life that brings us closer to God.

SERVING

We deepen our connection with God through serving together with our Small Group. When 
people practically serve others together, there is a common purpose and a unique bond 
built between them. This helps them continue to connect with God at a deeper level as well.
